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ABOUT THE ORGANIZATION

It was brought to our attention that Black Youths

in the suburban area were denied the opportunity

to participate in organized baseball and there were
very few opportunities provided in the inner-city
for Little League Baseball. We attempted to fill
this void. However, we welcome all underpriviledged
youths from the community within the area.

PURPOSE

To provide wholesome fun through baseball activity
for all youths in the Metropolitan Area between
the ages of seven and fifteen.

PROGRESS

Our initial budget for the League was about $1000.
Because of the increase in the number of teams in
the League and the 1nf1atlon, the proposed Budget
for the season 1976 is $10,000.

In the 1975 season we participated in a State Wide
Tournament. We now have 25 teams on the Roster
with a total of 375 youths.

PERSONNEL

Entire staff of workers are on a volunteer basis,
representing varied walks of life.

During the 1975 season we found it necessary to
provide Umpires and a Business Manager, who are
the only paid members of the Staff.

FINANCIAL SUPPORT

We estimate a cost of $400. per team which includes
Insurance and Umpire fees. There are 15 boys per
team.
